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SBRICK SETUP INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Buy SBrick, download and install the SBrick app, log in and add a new creation in it

(visit for help if you don’t know how)

On your new creation screen, click
the + sign next to “Remote control
profiles”

Click OK.

Browse the “Public” profiles list
until you find a profile called 75187
BB-8 RC (followed by a version
number). Select it.

Set up the profile EXACTLY as shown.



If you have a PS4 pad connected to
your device and want to use it to
control the BB-8, click the pad icon
in the upper right corner (next to
“Channel settings”.

Set the joysticks up EXACTLY as
shown. This will allow skid steering,
so the BB-8 will be steered like a
tank. The left joystick will control left
side’s speed (Y-axis only) and right
joystick will control right side’s
speed (Y-axis only). Simply push two
joysticks forward to drive ahead, pull
them backward to reverse, and push
one and pull the other to rotate in
place.



TROUBLESHOOTING:

1. BB-8 doesn’t drive in the correct directions (e.g. turns instead of going forward) when
controlled via touchscreen.

Make sure your control profile is set up exactly as shown in step 4 of the SBrick setup. If it is and the problem
persists, you have probably connected motors to the wrong outputs of the SBrick. You can either open the BB-8
and fix it, or change the control profile setup (e.g. play with Invert direction option, change which motor is Acceler-
ation and which is Steering) until you figure it out.

2. BB-8 doesn’t drive in the correct directions (e.g. turns instead of going forward) when
controlled via PS4 pad.

Make sure your control profile is set up exactly as shown in step 6 of the SBrick setup. If it is and the problem
persists, you have probably connected motors to the wrong outputs of the SBrick. See above.

3. | have a different gaming pad and | want to use it.

Sorry, | haven’t tested other gaming pads. Try to figure it out or contact the SBrick team and check if they support
your pad.

4. Can’t connect to the SBrick.

Turn on the Bluetooth in your device. Make sure the battery in your BB-8 is turned on and the SBrick is powered.
See the bottom of the BB-8 and check if the green LED in the SBrick is on. If it isn’t despite the battery being
turned on, check the PF extension wire and its plugs, make sure they’re connected properly on both ends (battery
box and SBrick). If that doesn’t solve the problem or if the SBrick is on and your device still can’t see it, contact
SBrick team for help.

5. | have some other problem with the SBrick.
